Pascha and Passover:

The word "Pascha" (Greek: lNdoya) is a transliteration of the Aramaic word "pascha,” which itself
comes from the Hebrew word "pesach" (noo), meaning "Passover". The Jewish Passover celebrates
the Israelites' liberation from slavery in Egypt.

Symbolic Connection:

Jesus' death and resurrection are often linked to the Passover in Christian tradition, signifying a new
liberation from sin and death.

Orthodox Tradition:

The Eastern Orthodox Church, following its traditional understanding, retains the term "Pascha" for
Easter to highlight this theological connection between the Jewish Passover and the Christian
Pascha.
